BALLET AND TAP EXAMINATIONS
TRANSITION YEAR

Many dance schools make the decision to move their ballet 
and tap exams to the first half of the year, to enable them to 
focus on their annual production, and we have decided to do 
the same.  This change will mean that students and teachers 
can focus each year first on their technique and examination 
work, then move to performance work after their exams.  It 
will take the pressure off students who take these exams, 
because they will not be having to fit in extra ballet coaching 
classes, mock exams and actual examinations so close to our 
dress and tech rehearsals in the lead up to the production.  

That will mean that we will not be having ballet exams in the 
October/November exam period this year, but will instead 
aim for the following May 2011.  So, apart from one class of 
students doing a major grade examination this May 2010, all 
other students will not have a ballet exam this year.  This 
is the only year this has happened, and is necessary for this 
transition to occur.  

Tap examinations are a little different, as they do not have 
the two fixed examination periods that the RAD Ballet have.  
As it is possible to request examination dates, we will be 
requesting that our tap exams be held this year near the 
beginning of Term 3.  Next year we will move this forward 
so these exams are held in Term 2, which will then be our 
regular time of year to hold these.

We appreciate your understanding and support as we undergo 
this transition into a format that will be much better for our 
students, teachers and families in coming years.
